Konservazzjoni tal-Għasafar Selvaġġi (L.S. 549.421) u bir-Regolamenti dwar il-Ħarsien tal-Fenek Selvaġġ 
(L.S. 549.902)  
 
Liċenzjar għall-ġarr u użu ta’ armi jaqa’ taħt ir-responsabbiltà tal-Kummissarju tal-Pulizija. L-Uffiċju tal-
Armi fil-Korp tal-Pulizija jamministra dak kollu li għandu x’jaqsam ma’ tali liċenzji. Il-proċess huwa 
regolat mir-Regolamenti dwar il-Liċenzji għall-Armi (L.S. 480.023). 
 
Proċedura tal-applikazzjoni għal liċenzja ġenerali tal-kaċċa: 
 

1) Persuna trid iġġib ittra ta’ rakkomandazzjoni mingħand għaqda jew assoċjazzjoni tal-kaċċaturi 
rikonoxxuta li hija rreġistrata mal-Kummissarju għall-Għaqdiet Volontarji. 
 

2) B’din l-ittra tapplika għand il-pulizija fl-Uffiċju tal-Armi għall-eżamijiet tal-liċenzji li tixtieq 
tpoġġi għalihom. 
 

3) It-Taqsima tar-Regolamentazzjoni għall-Għasafar Selvaġġi tiġi infurmata mill-Uffiċju tal-Armi, 
u l-istess WBRU tistieden lill-applikant sabiex iħallas il-miżata abbinata mal-eżamijiet skont il-
kategorija ta’ liċenzja li l-applikant applika għaliha.

Guidance note for the acquisition of a hunting licence and licence to capture 

live wild rabbit using nets 

Updated version 13/03/2023 
Categories of general licence  
 
There are, at present, the following categories of general hunting licence: 
 

1. Hunting of birds on land 
2. Hunting of birds at sea 
3. Hunting of wild rabbit using shotgun or air rifle 
4. Live-capture of wild rabbit using nets, dogs and/or ferrets  

 
These general licences are issued for a period of five years. 
 
Responsible authorities 
 
The Wild Birds Regulation Unit (WBRU) is responsible for regulating and issuing all forms of hunting 
and live-capturing licences. These licences are regulated by the Conservation of Wild Birds Regulations 
(Subsidiary Legislation 549.424) and by the Protection of Wild Rabbit Regulations (Subsidiary 
Legislation 549.905). 
 
Licences for the keeping and carrying of firearms fall under the responsibility of the Commissioner of 
Police. Within the Malta Police Force, the Weapons Office administers all matters concerning such 
licences. The process is regulated by the Arms Licensing Regulations (S.L. 480.026). 
 
Procedure for applying for a general hunting licence: 
 

1) The interested person needs to obtain a letter of recommendation from a recognised hunting 
association, which is registered with the Commissioner for Voluntary Organisations. 
 

2) With this letter, the person may proceed to the Police Weapons Office to apply for the exam. 
 

3) The Wild Birds Regulation Unit is informed of the application by the Police Weapons office 
and in turn, the Unit requests the applicant to pay a fee of €30 per exam according to the 
licence category applied for. The fee for a resit is €10. Payment is made in cash at the office 
of the Wild Birds Regulation Unit or through cheque.  
 

4) Following settlement of payment, WBRU sets an appointment for the person to attend an 
informative course. The course is obligatory and those who fail to attend would not be invited 
to sit for the exam. During the course, applicants are given an insight on the regulation, 
responsibilities and legal obligations concerning hunting licences.

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5) Applicants receive a certificate of attendance which is valid for a period of one year. During 
this period one may sit for a re-sit in case of failure and may also sit for other categories of 
licences without the need of re-attending the course.  

 
6) The applicant receives a letter with date, venue and the time in which the exam will take place.  

 
7) The exam paper is divided into two sections; the first section consists of questions related to 

applicable legislations whilst the second section is a bird identification exercise.  
 

8) The applicant will be notified of the result by letter within 10 days following the completion 
of the examination. 

 
9) Once successfully passed the exam, applicant can now proceed to pay the membership and 

insurance policy with a recognised hunting association. 
 

10) Following completion of this procedure the applicant should visit the Police Weapons Office 
to pay the respective Police fees The following documents are requested: 

  
i. Valid membership in a recognised hunting organisation 

ii. Insurance policy 
 

11) The above-mentioned documents together with receipt of payment of Police fees and a 
passport size photo should be presented to the Wild Birds Regulation Unit. A photo is not 
required for applicants who are already in possession of a general licence card for another 
licence category.  One is also required to fill in the application form and pay for the general 
licence card which is valid for 5 years. Each category of licence costs €50 whilst live-capturing 
of wild rabbit using nets, ferrets and/or dogs costs €25.  
 

12) The licence card and booklet should be ready within a month’s time and are to be collected 
form WBRU office. 
 

13) Applicants who fail to pass from the exam will be called to sit for a re-sit with the following 
exam session.  Applicants will recieve a letter indicating date of exam and dates within which 
payment may be settled.  The fee for a re-sit is €10 and may be paid at the Wild Birds 
Regulation Unit within the stipulated dates or by cheque. Payments will only be accepted apon 
presentation of a valid certificate of attendance for the preparatory course.  
 

14) It is the responsibility of the licensed hunter to ensure that he / she renews the annual 
membership in a hunting organisation, insurance and police weapons licence every year that 
hunting is intended to be practiced, during the period of five-year validity of the general 
licence. 
 

15) A General hunting licence does not entitle one to practice hunting during the period of any 
derogation (e.g. hunting in spring). For this, the general licence holder must also apply for a 
special licence issued for any specific derogation.  
 

Procedure for applying for a licence to capture live wild rabbit using nets, dogs and/or ferrets

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1) The interested person needs to obtain a letter of recommendation from a recognised hunting 

association, which is registered with the Commissioner for Voluntary Organisations. 
 

2) With this letter, the person may proceed to the Wild Birds Regulation Unit’s office to apply for 
the exam. 

  
3) The Wild Birds Regulation Unit requests the applicant to pay a fee of €30 per exam. The fee 

for a resit is €10. Payment is made in cash at the office of the Wild Birds Regulation Unit or 
through cheque.  
 

4) Following settlement of payment, WBRU sets an appointment for the person to attend an 
informative course. The course is obligatory and those who fail to attend would not be invited 
to sit for the exam. During the course, applicants are given an insight on the regulation, 
responsibilities and legal obligations concerning hunting licences.  
 

5) Applicants receive a certificate of attendance which is valid for a period of one year. During 
this period one may sit for a re-sit in case of failure and may also sit for other categories of 
licences without the need of re-attending the course.  

 
6) The applicant receives a letter with date, venue and the time in which the exam will take place.  

 
7) The exam consists of a set of questions related to legislation concerning the hunting and live 

capturing of wild rabbit. Candidates are given an hour time to answer all questions. 
  

8) The applicant will be notified of the result by letter within 10 days following the completion 
of the examination. 

 
9) Once successfully passed the exam, applicant should visit the Wild Birds Regulation Unit to fill 

in the application form and pay for the general licence card which is valid for 5 years. Licence 
for the live-capturing of wild rabbit using nets, ferrets and/or dogs costs €25. Applicants are 
requested to present proof of membership with a recognised hunting organisation and a 
passport size photo. The photo is not required for applicants who are already in possession of 
a valid hunting licence card. 
 

10) The licence card and booklet should be ready within a month’s time and are to be collected 
form WBRU office. 
 

11) Applicants who fail to pass from the exam will be called to sit for a re-sit with the following 
exam session.  Applicants will recieve a letter indicating date of exam and dates within which 
payment may be settled.  The fee for a re-sit is €10 and may be paid at the Wild Birds 
Regulation Unit within the stipulated dates or by cheque. Payments will only be accepted apon 
presentation of a valid certificate of attendance for the preparatory course.  
 

12) It is the responsibility of the licensee to ensure that he / she renews the annual membership 
in a hunting organisation during the period of five-year validity of the general licence. 
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NB: As from the 11th of October 2016 (date when the Regulations of 2016 amending Regulations on 
Police Licences [A.L. 288/2016] came into force), the fee of €13.98 previously paid to the Police for 
the use of nets no longer applies.   
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
